| find that this definition acknowledges the Trinity as a
human way of describing the ineffable reality of God and the
mysterious quality about God. The Trinity points te ithea
that we experience God in different ways at different times.
The traditional language we use for the Trinity—Father, Son
and Holy Spirit—helps us differentiate some of those differen
aspects of God. Many other ways of naming this Triune God
abound, including: Creator, Christ, and Holy Spirit;yWWa
Truth, and Life; and Mother, Child, and Breath. None e&¢h
words are entirely complete in their naming yet they represent
human efforts to describe the one God we praise and worship.
