��� �� �� � 2 large areas of lawn were found invested with grubs. 
��� �� �� � Grub controllers were applied ($164). 
��� �� �� � Reseeding was done ($40). 
��� �� �� � Every week the lawn is cut ($75). 
��� �� �� � Sexton Glynn picks up trash around the grounds as 

needed.  
 In total, more than $1,000 was spent and more than 130 
hours of volunteer time have been used to spruce up the 
grounds.
